Course Description: This course will explore the German fairy tale tradition.

You should take notes about everything you read and
watch, including the plot, individual characters, and overarching themes. Bring the assigned texts with you to
class every day. The goals of this course are to improve your ability to read German texts, as well as to compare
and analyze significant themes among the texts. In addition, we will be viewing several full length films and
shorter film versions of fairy tales. The films will be in German (most without sub-titles) so it is imperative that
you do the assigned readings ahead of time.
